(National target = 80%, 2006/07 Service Plan target = 70%)
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The Major applications target has again been met this quarter with all of the applications being determined within 13 weeks.  The major applications determined during this quarter were for: external refurbishment of first bay of building ‘S’ and erection of an extension together with creation of new car park and works of landscaping at LG Phillips Site, off Simonstone Lane, Simonstone; re-submission of approved scheme with design amendments for the proposed extension of existing industrial units to provide additional manufacturing, despatch and ancillary first floor office and storage space for Farmhouse Fare Ltd, all associated external parking and servicing arrangements (approval ref 3/2005/0942/P) at land adjacent to Farmhouse Fare Ltd (formerly Zenith Milk site), Salthill Industrial Estate, Clitheroe; and erection of 24 live/work units, revised permission to 3/2006/0008/P at land at Brockhall Village, Old Langho.           

This quarter has seen the percentage of Minor applications determined in 8 weeks drop to 77%.  Even though there has been this decrease the percentage determined in 8 weeks is still well above the national and service plan targets.  The determination of Other applications in 8 weeks has seen a slight increase of 4%.  For members’ information 94% of householder applications were determined within 8 weeks.   

Recently the Council received a letter from the GONW noting the improvement in determination rates and that the Council has exceeded the national targets.  It is pleasing to note that the targets have all been exceeded in this last quarter.

3.2 Prior determination applications

3.2.1 These include both agricultural determinations and all other determination applications such as telecommunication proposals.

3.2.2 The number of determinations applications received was 1, which was an agricultural determination.  The number of determinations applications on which we requested full details was 1 and this was an agricultural determination.

3.3 Fees

3.3.1 The relevant fees generated in the quarter were £54,005, which represents a decrease of £35,275 from last quarter.  In percentage terms this is a decrease of approximately   40%.  This significant difference in fees is probably due to the planning application for BAE Systems, which was received last quarter and generated a fee of £25,000 making July-September’s fees a lot higher than this quarter’s.  It is not very often a planning application generates a fee of this amount and as members are already aware this Authority receives very few major applications each quarter.
