PURPOSE

To update the Committee with regard to progress made in resolving the culvert collapse at Badger Well Water, Sabden.

BACKGROUND

2.1
A report was submitted to Community Committee on 17 July 2007 which informed Members about property flooding which had occurred in Sabden and requested funding to carry out remedial works on a collapsed section of culvert associated with the flooding.  A copy of that report is attached as Appendix A.

2.2
The resolution of the Committee was to defer the decision to commit Council funds to the remedial works.  The Committee agreed that the problem needed addressing but requested that further endeavours be made to establish land ownership as the landowner was responsible for the repair under land drainage legislation.

3
ISSUES

3.1
A further land registry search has been made for the area of land at the rear of 12-32 Wesley Street but the information returned has indicated that the land in the vicinity of the culvert collapse is unregistered.

3.2
Further local enquiries to establish land ownership can be made but previous experience has shown that these are not likely to be successful.

3.3
A submission has been made to the Environment Agency for DEFRA funding to cover the cost of the necessary culvert repair under their Flood Management programme.  This is a national bidding programme under a five year plan and the announcement of funding allocation should be made in December 2007.
