BACKGROUND

2.1
Planning and Development Committee were minded to allow the extension of goods sold at Shackletons Garden Centre with the report presented to them on 14 August 2007 outlining the broad content of a Section 106 Agreement.

The content of the report has now been incorporated within a draft legal agreement for Committee’s ratification prior to negotiations with the applicant’s legal representative.

ISSUES

3.1
Committee are referred to Appendix A which details a draft Section 106 Agreement.  

3.2
It should be noted that this will not be an easy agreement to monitor to ensure that the limitations on sales area for the differing goods are strictly adhered to.  However, Members are reminded that to approve the application for an extended range of goods to be sold without such an agreement would permit general A1 retail use.  Thus, at some point in the future, the present garden centre use could cease and a general retailer move into the site.  The expansion of the garden centre was allowed, subject to restrictions, because of its use which was considered appropriate to the area.  Committee should not lose site of the history of this land and need to ensure that the reasons for permitting the works to date are maintained.
